4. Internal Flights & Hotel-Airport Transportation 

If it is at all possible, it is recommended to arrange your international flight so that you arrive at the Gimhae International Airport (Busan). If you arrive at the Incheon International Airport (Seoul), you can either transfer to the internal flight directly from Incheon to Gimhae if your arrival schedule can make it (Note: only three to four flights available as in the following time table).  If not, you have to use the limousine service from Incheon(Seoul) to Gimpo Domestic Airport(Seoul) running in every 30 minutes & talking 30 minutes.  For internal flights from Gimpo(Seoul) to Gimhae(Busan), please also refer to the time table below.  
From Gimpo(Seoul) to Gimhae(Busan) it takes one hour. From/to the Gimhae airport/ the Westin Chosun Hotel, shuttle bus runs in every 20 minutes, taking 50 minutes from airport to hotel, whereas 70 minutes from hotel to airport. 
Likewise, for your returning flights, roughly the same recommendation/information can be applied, only in opposite directions.

8  General Information 

1) Weather

The weather in Seoul in May is warm and mild and temperature during the day ranges from 10℃ to 21℃ (50℉ to 69.8℉).

2) Currency and Credit Cards

The unit of currency in Korea is WON. Coin denominations are ￦10, ￦50, ￦100, ￦500. Bank notes are ￦1,000, ￦5,000, ￦10,000. Bank checks are circulated in denominations of ￦100,000 and over. The exchange rate is approximately 980 Won to US$1.00 as of February 17, 2006. Currency exchange offices are located at local banks, airport and hotels. 

US dollars and credit cards are also acceptable in many hotels. Please note that most restaurants and shops accept only Korean Currency for a small amount of payment.
3) Business Hours

Most offices are open 9 am to 6 pm from Monday to Friday, and up to 1 pm on Saturday. Banks are working from 9:30 am to 4:30 pm from Monday to Friday.

4) Electricity

220 Volt (60Hz) only is available at the meeting place. A round two-pin plug is used. 

5) Telephone

There are public telephones throughout the city. Phone cards in 2,000, 3,000, 5,000 or 10,000 won can be purchased at hotels. How to make international call is to press 001 or 002(international access code) first and then press country code, area code and personal telephone number.
